Introduction

Carnagill is a large, single-storey, well resourced and equipped school built in 1966.  We have extensive attractive grounds for the children to enjoy. As well as two large playgrounds and a big playing field there is a wild area, a shaded seating space, a pets’ corner and an adventure playground.

Within there are seven classrooms, an ICT suite with 30 computers linked to the Internet and a new Library in the main building, with Foundation Stage 1 (Nursery Unit) adjoining.  

The hall is used for a variety of activities throughout the year.

The school serves the children from the surrounding area and welcomes others from elsewhere.

Carnagill Nursery – Foundation Stage 1

Registering for a Place 

Parent/Carers should contact the school office to register for a place.  Visits to look around the nursery are most welcome.  When vacancies are available, or as the third birthday approaches, parents will be contacted, inviting them and their child to visit the nursery for about an hour.  This allows parent and child a chance to meet the staff and other children, and we are able to offer a starting date at this time, if places are available.

The Nursery is part of Carnagill Primary School, and children are offered free education, five mornings per week, during term time.  The nursery is in a spacious purpose-built unit, surrounded by its own garden, outdoor provision and playground, and having an adventure climbing-frame.  Children usually start the nursery the term after their third birthday.

Staff

A Foundation Stage Teacher and Advanced Teaching Assistant staff the Nursery, both fully qualified.

What is the Foundation Stage?

The Foundation Stage is an important part of your child’s education as it gives children the secure basis for later learning.  This is a distinct stage with its own early learning goals.  These set out what most children are expected to know, understand and be able to do by the end of the Foundation Stage, which at Carnagill School begins in the Nursery and is completed by the end of their Reception year.

What do the Early Learning Goals mean for my child?

During the Foundation Stage the following areas of learning are introduced in ways that are suitable for young children, often through play.  We build on children’s existing skills and interests, and on their play activities in order to help them learn.

The goals cover the six main areas of young children’s development and learning:

Personal, Social and Emotional Development.

Developing confidence and independence while learning to concentrate and enjoy sharing as part of a group.

Mathematical Development

Using ideas about number, measurement, shape and space.

Knowledge and understanding of the World.

Investigating the beginning to understand the things, places and people around them.

Physical Development

Improving control and co-ordination of their bodies while learning to move and to handle equipment.

Creative Development

Finding ways to communicate by using colour, shape, sound, texture, movement and stories.

Communication, Language and Literacy

Communicating with one another and developing skills in talking, listening, writing and reading.

Carnagill Crew is our breakfast and after school clubs run by Mrs W Cook and Mrs J Jefferson.

Our club aims to provide a safe, stimulating and caring environment for your child/children.  We have lots of fun and games in our club.  In the morning we give the children breakfast (if wanted) and a snack during the after school club.

Educational Visits/Visitors

Educational visits form an important part of life at our school.  Each class will be involved in visiting places of interest to supplement activities in the classroom.  Each visit is carefully prepared and followed up so that the children gain the maximum benefits.

In the interests of your child's well-being, it is essential that school has mobile and landline telephone numbers where either or both parents can be contacted at any time.  Please make sure this information is up-dated when necessary.

HOW PARENTS CAN HELP US

We value your help and support in order to maintain strong relationships between home and school.

Please ensure we have your full address and telephone number(s) where we can reach you in an emergency.

It is helpful if you can give us relevant information, which may include medical details or learning difficulties.

If your child is absent for any reason, please notify the school, firstly by telephone at the time, followed by a letter on the child's return.

Please put your child’s name on all PE equipment and personal items.  Uniforms are not cheap to replace!

Parents are welcome to help in school.  If you feel you can help please contact your child's teacher.

The information contained in this brochure is correct at the time of printing, but we reserve the right to make changes in policies or arrangements before the start of, or during the school year. 

Discipline

The children are made fully aware of what is acceptable behaviour.  At Carnagill school we place great emphasis on the quality of relationships and we enjoy a happy, friendly atmosphere.  We aim to build a feeling of mutual respect and consideration together with a respect for our environment.  Children are expected to behave sensibly and responsibly at all times.  Our experience is that a firm word or loss of privileges is usually enough to maintain discipline.  In cases where children persistently 'misbehave' the school policy is to inform parents, and their co-operation is sought to help the child behave more appropriately. 

We pride ourselves on the high standard of good behaviour in our school.

'Headteacher's Awards' are presented weekly, to recognise outstanding achievements or efforts.

Charging Procedures

Under the terms of the Education Reform Act 1988, the school is required to have a Charging and Remissions Policy.  The full statement is available on request, but two points are entered here as we feel they are important.

1. The school may seek voluntary contributions from parents for extra activities in and out of school hours, which require additional funding.

2. The school may ask parents to pay for damage to and/or loss of school property and equipment when the accepted rules of the school have been disregarded.

Admission Policy

Our Nursery caters for up to 26 children who are aged 3+ at the start of each term.  More Nursery information is on the back pages. Children attend on a part-time basis, each morning.  

Full -time education begins in September for those children whose fifth birthday falls between 1st September and 31st March.  Those children who are five years old between 1st April and 31st August start full time in January. 

It is helpful if prospective parents contact the school to make arrangements for a school visit prior to entry and to provide us with as much information as possible relating to their children including reports and work from the previous school.

School Meals

Nutritious meals are prepared on the premises - the cost is £1.62 per day (£8.10 per week).  Cheques are preferred, payable to the school, for up to 4 weeks meals at once. This should be brought to school each Monday in a named envelope, and given by the child to the class teacher.

Alternatively children may go home or bring a packed lunch, but no glass bottles or cans, or sweets are allowed.  Named boxes are placed on the trolley on entering school.

If your child wishes to change from one type of meal to another, it makes life easier for our cook if at least one full week's notice is given.

Uniform

The wearing of school uniform is strongly encouraged.  All clothing must be clearly named.  

It consists of the following items, some of which can be bought from school.

White Polo shirt, shirt or blouse

Black/Dark Grey trousers or skirt

Navy blue pullover/sweatshirt with or without school logo

Black shoes - not trainers

Jewellery must not be worn, other than a watch, and if a child has pierced ears, small studs, which must be removed or covered for PE.

PE 

Black shorts, white T-shirt with or without school logo, black plimsolls.

It is easier to keep PE kit in a drawstring bag (available from school) and be brought to school on a Monday and kept in school all week.

School Organisation

The Nursery admits children aged 3+, for Mornings only.  We currently have one FS2 class, two classes in Key Stage 1 and three classes in Key Stage 2.  Within each class pupils experience a variety of teaching strategies - whole class, small groups, or individual based.  Groupings vary according to the subject being taught, the age and ability of the child and the professional judgement of the teacher.

Secondary Education

In the September following their 11th birthday, children transfer to Secondary School, usually Risedale Community College in Hipswell.  We enjoy strong links with the school, and our older children are invited to take part in a wide variety of activities throughout the year.

Medicines

As a general guide, if a child is unwell, and has to take medicines to recover, the best place to be is at home.  However, if your child has to receive medical treatment whilst in school, the medication must be in a proper container, fully labelled and handed to the office, where an authorisation form must be signed. Other than inhalers, medicines remain in the office.  The first dosage will not be given.

Medical Matters

The School Doctor occasionally holds Medicals in school, to which parents are invited, and the Garrison Dentist makes an annual visit to see all children.  

Complaints procedure regarding the curriculum

Any complaints from parents in connection with the curriculum can be dealt with through the official procedure of the County Council.  In the first instance a complaint should be made to the Head Teacher who will furnish information about the complaints procedure if it is deemed necessary.

Curriculum

Principles

Our curriculum has been designed to incorporate fully the National Curriculum and more, and is based on a set of principles, which lies at the heart of the school’s philosophy and approach:

Children are entitled to a broad, balanced, relevant, coherent, progressive and differentiated curriculum;

At all stages of a child’s development learning should be stimulating, enjoyable and a worthwhile experience in its own right;

Equality of access and equality of opportunity should underpin provision for all pupils regardless of sex, race, religious belief, cultural background or disability.

Child Protection

All the staff have received Child Protection training, and a Child Protection policy is in school available for you to read.  The designated Child Protection teacher is Mrs S Fitton, and the designated Governor is Mrs J Livesey.

The Curriculum

As a caring school we treat our children as individuals and are able to provide for progression at different rates academically, physically, socially and emotionally.

In order to form the foundations of learning at statutory school age, we provide our youngest children with planned experiences and opportunities that ensure continuity and progression.  The children progress to the core and foundation subjects explained later. 

Sex and Relationships Education is not approached as a separate subject in this school.  Questions that arise naturally during the course of various activities and topics are dealt with in ways to promote positive attitudes within a moral framework of family life and mutual respect.  In addition the following cross-curricular subjects are integrated into the timetable:  Equal Opportunities, Environmental Education, Multi-Cultural Education, Health Education, Pastoral and Social Education and Community Education.

At times teachers may set homework.  Homework is not compulsory but when it is given we hope for parental support.

Special Needs

During their time in school children may experience a variety of problems, which can cause them to have difficulties with their learning or behaviour.  These can be of a short or long term nature.  In every case the child is treated as an individual and all members of staff approach difficulties in a sympathetic and caring manner.  If your child does experience such problems, our aim is to help him or her to overcome them as effectively as we can.

It is our policy to work closely with parents when difficulties arise.

Generally, we are able to meet the special needs of a child by devising a learning programme in school.  However, in a small number of cases it may be necessary for us to seek the help of other professionals, who specialize in supporting children with learning or behaviour difficulties, so that we can take the right course of action.

It is important to stress that parents will be informed and involved at each stage and are welcome to contact school to discuss their child’s problems whenever they feel it is necessary.

Attendance

The Education Regulations Act 1991 requires schools to keep detailed attendance and absence records. As parents you have a vital role in helping your child to achieve a high level of attendance.

Holidays taken during term time are discouraged.  However, should the need arise, permission must be sought from the Headteacher and a holiday form completed.

Absences

Absences must be notified to school either by telephone or a personal visit and secondly by a note on the child’s return.

Core Subjects

English

English is about communication and we address this subject by providing the children with purposeful activities in a wide range of curricular contexts to develop confidence and skills needed in the outside world.

Reading is a priority at Carnagill School.  Our aim is to help the children become fluent and independent readers who enjoy reading and establish good reading habits.

We encourage all parents to be involved in their child’s reading.

Mathematics

Mathematics is one way of describing and understanding the world and we aim to develop skills and concepts in:

algebra, number, measurement, shape and space and data handling, giving your child confidence in expressing ideas fluently using the language of mathematics, its signs and symbols.

Divergent thinking is fostered by the use of practical mathematics, based on a sound understanding of the fundamentals.

Science

Science is an integral part of the curriculum.  As a school, we aim to make the science taught reflect the science of the real world, by combining interest and curiosity with a responsible attitude to health and safety.  In this we foster a respect for living organisms and the physical environment.

Foundation Subjects

Art & Craft

Art is a vital element in the educational process by which children can express their ideas, thoughts and feelings through the use of a wide variety of materials including clay, fabric and wood.

History and Geography

These subjects are indispensable in understanding the modern world and developing the necessary skills with which the children can build their places in society.

Music

We offer a variety of musical activities in which all the children are encouraged to participate, including extra curricular activities.

Each year the children participate in a successful school production involving music, drama and dance.  

Children are encouraged to perform during assemblies held at school throughout the year.

Design Technology

Every child is helped to become more aware of the role of technology through a range of activities designed to encourage the children to be inventive in devising practical solutions.

Information Communication Technology

Computers have become an everyday part of our lives and as a school we reflect this.  We have a computer suite, and in addition each class has a computer with a wide range of software to support teaching activities.  Information Technology is seen as an integral part of the whole curriculum in our school.

Physical Education

Each child is given the opportunity to participate and develop skills in gymnastics, games, movement and outdoor activities.  Children have swimming lessons at Richmond Pool.  

Older pupils are sometimes given the opportunity to experience Outdoor Activities by taking part in a Residential Visit.

Religious Education and Assemblies
We have non-denominational Christian Assemblies as prescribed by law and follow the North Yorkshire Education Authority Guidance for Religious Education.  Throughout the week the children take part in both whole school and separate Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 assemblies.  

Each year the school supports different charities.  One of our overall aims is that our children should be aware, and supportive of, the needs of others.

The religious syllabus is concerned not only with a study of Christianity, but also what it means to be a Christian.  Under the ERA 1988, any parents who do not wish their child/ren to take part in our Religious Assemblies and education must write to the Headteacher. 
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
